American Cleanup is the coun-
try’s largest community im-
provement program that engag-
es more than 4 million volun-
teers in more than 20,000 com-
munities nationwide.

Keep Cass County Beautiful
(KCCB) will partner with local
organizations to plan volunteer
events and environmental pro-
grams structured to beautify
parks, reduce waste, increase
recycling, remove litter, plant
trees and build gardens, that will
inspire generations of environ-
mental stewards.

In 2014, KCCB provided supplies
for 11 clean-ups in the county
that engaged help from 73
adults and 97 youth who spent
427 hours to collect 129 large
bags of trash. Keep Cass County
Beautiful will again provide trash
bags and loan banners, vests,
gloves and some pick-up tools
while supplies last to those Cass
County communities and organi-
zations who wish to participate.

Activities can include litter clean
-ups, special recycling events,
planting red flowers for a "Grow
Big Red" garden, increased recy-
cling collections, tree plantings,
clothing collections, and more.

Elmwood-Murdock's FBLA organization has created a O‘Eme’
business they call the "Green Teen Recycling Machine."
The members are learning about how recycling helps the
environment and gaining experience in how to operate a small-scale
business. They are concerned about what business is doing with its
electronic waste (e-waste), so they initiated a Trash Tailgate event in
Elmwood on December 13.

Over a pickup load of e-waste was collected from the community.
The group has continued to collect computer monitors, CPU's, print-
ers, keyboards, and other miscellaneous devices. By researching
disposal options, they have been able to find recyclers who were
willing to take the items. FBLA collected 424 items and raised about
